The II International SOBINOV Vocal Competition

Russia, Yaroslavl

September 7-12, 2021
Yaroslavl is an ancient city on the Volga, the birthplace of the Russian singer Leonid Sobinov.
He became one of the symbols of Russian music of the first half of the twentieth century along with Rachmaninov and Chaliapin.  
II International Sobinov Vocal Competition is held on the eve of the 150th anniversary of the great artist, celebrated in 2022.
The founder of the competition is the Department of Culture of the Yaroslavl Region.
The organizer of the competition is Yaroslavl State Philharmonic Society.
TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF THE COMPETITION
1. Procedure of filing an application:

1.1. Singers of all nationalities between 18 and 35 years old on the opening day of the Competition on September 7, 2021, who graduated from a higher or secondary music educational institution or are studying in them, are allowed to participate in the Competition.

1.2. To participate in the Competition, you have to send an application to the mail sobinov.competition@gmail.com 
Application forms must be completed in Russian or in English.

1.3. Package of documents:

1) A scanned copy of a diploma of graduation from a music educational institution or a certificate from an educational institution (for students).

2) An electronic photo (at least 1 MB) for the Competition booklet.

3) A video recording of the performance or a web link to the YouTube channel (two arias). The video recording must be made no earlier than September 2020.

4) A detailed program of performances for three rounds (composer, title of the piece, first words of an aria or romance in the original language).

5) A brief participant’s CV (Annex 1)

1.4. Current account data in order to provide information for the transfer of bonus payments based on the results of the competition.
1.5. The deadline for applications is August 1, 2021.

1.6. The organizing committee of the Competition sends a confirmation for participation in the Competition by e-mail to each registered candidate within 7 days from the date of receipt of the package of documents.
1.7. There is no registration fee for the participants.      
2. Procedure for the Contest:

2.1 The competition is held in three rounds:

Round I is held on the basis of the video recordings.

Round II is held as a competitive audition in the Sobinov concert hall, accompanied by a piano.

Round III or the final of the competition is held in the Sobinov concert hall, accompanied by the Yaroslavl Academic Governor's Symphony Orchestra. 
Only 10 singers will be admitted to the final of the competition.

2.2. The order of performances in the competition is determined by drawing lots and remains until the end of the competition.

2.3. All participants will have one rehearsal in the rooms of the Philharmonic Society and the Yaroslavl Music College named after L.V. Sobinov. Round III participants will be provided with orchestral rehearsals on September 10 and 11.

2.4. Each round is assessed separately. The results of all rounds are announced at the end of the round. The jury's decisions are final and not subject to appeal or revision.

2.5. Competitive auditions are held in public.

All works are performed in the original language, by heart, in the original key (except for art songs).

Changes in the program declared by the participant are allowed with the consent of the jury.

The participant of the Competition determines the order of performance of works independently.

Pieces performed in one round cannot be repeated in another one.

The jury reserves the right to put a piece from the program of the second round into the final of the competition.

2.6. Within the framework of the Competition, participants who did not pass the III round will have the opportunity to take master classes with members of the jury.

2.7. Competition schedule:

- September 7, 2021 - 16.00: draw, 18.30: Opening ceremony of the Competition

- September 8 and 9, 2021: Round II, competitive audition

- September 10 and 11, 2021: master classes, conferences, rehearsals with an orchestra

- September 12, 2021: III round (final) and closing of the Competition.

Within the framework of the Competition, the participants will be given the opportunity to visit the L.V. Sobinov's memorial house, a sightseeing tour of the city.
2.8. During the Competition roundtable discussions of scientific works dedicated to the outstanding Russian singer Leonid Sobinov will take place in the Sobinov Memorial House.
3. Software requirements of the Competition:

Round I - video recordings no more than 12 minutes
1) aria of a Russian composer

2) aria of a foreign composer

Round II (no more than 20 minutes)

1) aria of a Russian composer of the XIX - XX centuries (until 1915)

2) aria of a foreign composer of the XIX - XX centuries (until 1915)

3) a chamber vocal work by a Russian or foreign composer of the XIX - XX centuries (romance, Lied, song)
4) a work of a contemporary composer (aria or art song after 1915)

Round III
1) an expanded aria of the Russian composer

2) an expanded aria of a foreign composer
4. Competition jury:
1) Chairman of the jury:  Vladimir Chernov, world renowned opera singer, professor at the University of California, Los Angeles UCLA and Ecole normale, Paris
2) Nelly Miricioiu, world renowned opera singer and teacher
3) Olga Kapanina, Casting Director of the Opera Company of the Bolshoi Theater of Russia
4) Alex Grigoriev, Director of the TACT Management Opera Agency
5) Dmitry Yurovsky, Conductor, Music Director and Chief Conductor of the Novosibirsk Opera and Ballet Theater, Royal Flemish Opera in Antwerp and Ghent  
 5. Prizes:
5.1. Prizes
- Grand Prix: 200,000 rubles and the laureate title  
- I prize: 150,000 rubles and the laureate title  
- II prize: 125,000 rubles and the laureate title  
- III prize: 100,000 rubles and the laureate title. 
5.2. Participants in the final round who did not receive the title of laureate are awarded the title of diploma holder.

5.3. The jury has the right not to award all prizes, to divide prizes between the contestants (except for the First Prize and the Grand Prix).
